The CEVIM Assembly, met in Beirut from 19th- 25th  of April 2009, and adopted  the following resolutions
1. Interprovincial reconfiguration
As response to the letter of the Superior General, which invited the European Provinces to begin a process of reconfiguration,  it is more realistic to CEVIM to understand this concept as a “collaboration” rather than as a “union”.

2. Continental sessions of formation on the Systemic Change for Advisors, Directors and Responsibles of the Vincentian Family
We agree with the suggestion of the Delegate of the Superior General for the Vincentian Family, on having these sessions after the next General Assembly (2010), organized by linguistic areas. For practical organization of these events, the Provinces in certain linguistic areas will establish the planning team in their  areas. The Provinces will decide on these linguistic areas and will take responsibility for coordinating these areas. Those taking responsibility will contact the Vincentian Family coordinating group.
In our assembly three linguistic areas were decided upon with a nominated liason person: 
- For the Spanish language ( Four Spanish Provinces and Portugal), The liason     person is the Visitor of Barcellona for October 2010.
-For the Italian language ( the three Italian Provinces), the liason person is the Visitor of Turin as President of the National Coordinating Team of the Vincentian Family in Italy for a session in 2011.
-For the English language (Ireland), the liason person is the Visitor of Ireland. Date will be negotiated with the Vincentian Millenium Partnership based in London.


3. Formation
The Permanent Council will develop a document on Formation  to be sent both to the Superior General  and to the next General Assembly 2010, as a contribution for the revision and updating of the current documents on Formation on initial and ongoing Formation. This document will bring together the results of the CEVIM meeting on this theme (Rome 2008). 

4. Parish ministry
The Permanent Council will send to the Superior General and his Council a document on Vincentian Ministry in Parishes with the request of preparing guidelines, to give a Vincentian direction to the many confreres engaged in Parish Ministry. This document, which will be developed by the Visitor of Naples, will bring together the results of the CEVIM meeting on this theme (Pacognano 2009).

5. Collaboration with the representative of the AIC at the Council of Europe
We reaffirm our willingness to continue our contacts with the AIC representative  at the Council of Europe. We request the Secretary of the CEVIM to contact the new representative and inform her of our decision.

6. Mission in Europe
We see the discussion on possible missionary projects as a first step towards the creation of a more profound European awareness in all the Provinces of CEVIM.
The CEVIM commits itself to consider in the following years the urgency of our mission in Europe, and to present to future CEVIM assemblies concrete projects. We propose:
· 1.To continue our support to the mission of the Vice Province of St Cyril and Methodius
· 2.To set up a commission or working group to explore concrete projects in the places where there is already a Vincentian presence (Turkey,Albania and Greece).The respective Visitors are requested to establish this commission.
· 3. Each Visitor is encouraged to identify and research concrete projects in their own Province and to present their report at the next CEVIM meeting.
· 4.During the years of initial formation our students should be encouraged to have missionary experience in Europe in order to appreciate Vincentian Missionary life so that post ordination, it is easier for CEVIM Provinces to initiate and sustain new missionary projects on a European basis. 


7. Agreement for confreres coming from other Provinces
We will establish a juridically competent committee that will develop for the next CEVIM assembly a document that will contain:
· The criteria and the essential elements of an agreement between the Provinces, in line with our Constitutions and Statutes,
· Some practical guidelines for daily life (health care, insurance, personal expenses, travel…)

8. Future CEVIM meetings: dates, locations, themes
We decided the following meetings:
· A meeting for young confreres in January 2010 on Pastoral Ministry to Youth:
these meetings will hold every three years.
· The CEVIM Assembly of 2010 is a part of the General Assembly: The Preparatory Commission will be requested to include this meeting of two days duration in the programme of the General Assembly.(Preferably one day prior to the election of the Superior General and one day afterwards).
· A meeting for CEVIM confreres in January 2011: theme will be decided by the Permanent Council taking into account the proposals from this assembly (Popular Missions, Pastoral Charity, Renewing our Charism, Work in Universities, Immigrants, Islam, Gypsies).
· Cevim Assembly of 2011 will hold in the Province of Slovinia.

9. Election of the new member of the Permanent Council.
According to art. 22 0f the Statues of Cevim, Jean Yves Leboeuf, Visitor of Toulouse is elected to the Permanent Council for one year.

10. The Budget of Cevim.
We decided that each Province with the exception of the Vice Province of St Cyril and Methodius will contribute 580 euro each to the fund of Cevim.
