Claudio Santangelo will also ask the availability of Giuseppe Guerra, Elie Delplace, Jean-Yves Leboeuf, Eugen Schindler. Brian Moore will ask the availability of  Tomaz Mavric.

· As for the liturgy:  Pavle Novak will contact Alexis Cerquera for the book of songs and will prepare a multilanguage booklet with the readings of the Masses.  The General Curia will provide the Multilanguage Ordinary for the Masses.  
· About translators:  Claudio Santangelo will ask the availability of Abdo Eid and Alexis Cerquera. Brian Moore will ask the availability of Eugene Curan.  Giuseppe Turati will ask the permission of the Superior General.

Other decisions made at the meeting of the Permanent Council. 
· Giuseppe Turati will continue to be responsible for the website.  The budget for updating the website (euro 1200) and for the annual maintenance of the site (euro 150) was approved.  The amount will be given  to Giuseppe Turati from the funds of CEVIM.
